Shri Shankaracharya Mahavidyalaya Junwani, Bhilai has working Student Council since the very start.

Student Council: since 2017 there were no elections in the state and the members were nominated 

on the basis of merit.

Cell organized training workshop to make rakhi at home, 

organized workshop on "How to make Mask and Brew", conducted online awareness quiz on 

Worlds Aids Day, observed International day of Women and Girls in science and organized quiz 

competition on World Health Day. 

 
Eco-club (Pallavan): Eco-club was formed in the session 2013-14. Since then students helped the 

club by donating plant saplings to the college and nearby places. In the session 2020-21 the club 

performed various activities related to environmental awareness comprising of plantation, door to 

door awareness programme of plantation and organized poster competition at college level for 

spreading awareness about conservation of environment.
